Prize Coordinator; someone to help organize the gathering of prizes, 
goodies, gift certs, grand prize, set up “hunting grounds”, monitor the 
prize intake etc etc. 
Advertising Coordinator; someone in charge of a group of people for the 
purpose of canvassing local business, MC related businesses, area 
GWRRA chapters, GWTA chapters, MC related groups, sport shops, 
handing out flyers, bulletins, generally spreading the word of our 
Mystery Ride 2009 to maximize participation. Etc etc.
